A selection of outstanding artwork by twenty-six visual art graduates will be
on show at the 2007 Helpmann Academy Graduate Exhibition.

The Helpmann Academy Graduate Exhibition is a highly regarded annual display of some
of South Australia’s most creative and inspiring emerging artists. The artwork is selected
from over 150 graduating artists from South Australian tertiary art schools.

The exhibition will be officially opened by 2007 Adelaide Fringe Director Christie Anthoney
at 6pm on Thursday 22 February 2007.

The opening night includes the announcement of the Hill Smith Gallery/Malaysia Airlines
Travel Award, the Adelaide City Council Award, and the newly established Adelaide Art
Society Award. Plus attendees will have the opportunity to vote for their favourite artist in
the Peoples’ Choice Award sponsored by Peter Walker Fine Art.

In the tradition of the Archibald ‘Packers’ Prize’, the opening night will also reveal the
inaugural Backers’ Prize, chosen by eight partner school representatives including security
guards, art suppliers and facility managers, who have supported the artists behind the
scenes during their studies.

The exhibition is unique in Australia, bringing together in one impressive showcase over
100 artworks by top emerging artists from the four major tertiary art schools in South
Australia: Adelaide Centre for the ARTS, Tafe SA; Adelaide Central School of Art; South
Australian School of Art, UniSA; and Vizarts, O’Halloran Hill, Tafe SA.
